- COMAH -

» Relates to a specific set of sites

e Top Tier — 35 in Humber Region

e Lower Tier — 32 in Humber Region
 Numerous Sub-COMAH sites



Demonstrating Competence = 4 =
HSE

COMAH - Regulation 4.

“Every operator shall take all measures
necessary to prevent MAJOR ACCIDENTS and
limit their consequences to persons and the
environment.”

We require a demonstration of how the site
proposes to achieve this, including  that
persons on site are competent and their work
IS controlled.

Scope:

Eliminating Accident Initiators = 4=
HSE

One of the most common initiators will
be due to Maintenance or some form
of Change or Intervention.

This often involves Contractors.

Sites must demonstrate to HSE that
they can adequately control the
activities of Contractors.
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Initiator - Leaking Flange Connection HSE
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Result - Don’t try this at home...... .. HSE
